Dearly beloved in Christ, 

The world is going through extreme climate change. Most of India’s states and 

the whole of the Indo-Pacific region are experiencing high temperatures and 

scarcity of drinking water. Regions that were described as deserts are now 

experiencing repeated rains and floods. All these are the consequences of 

climate change. Several internal and external factors are responsible for this. 

The increase in global temperature, encroachment of nature, and development 

policies that exploit nature are upsetting the earth’s delicate ecological balance. 

Although this phenomenon is beyond local causes, it is the responsibility of 

each and every one of us to initiate action plans to deal with climate change. 

Schemes should be started to provide potable water in areas facing severe 

drought. Not only human beings, but birds and other living creatures also need 

our care. Efforts should be made to deliver water in tankers to the places where 

more water is required. Plans can be made to install water reservoirs, water 

filters, and water coolers in our institutions to make them available to the 

public, and provide drinking water to the needy. Arrangements should be made 

so that nature’s gift of water is not wasted. Rainwater harvesting and recharging 

pits can be constructed. May the awareness programs carried out by the 

Church’s Development Department and the Ecological Commission be a means 

to this. 

Beloved, we must be able to use the resources God has given us as stewards and 

respond positively to the urgent needs of society. 

May God’s grace be with you all.
