The Malankara Mar Thoma Syrian Church has set apart 1st September 2024 as Education Sunday.
It is a day earmarked for thanksgiving and prayer for the attainments and blessings we received in the field of
education over the past several years.

We have a large number of educational institutions in and out of Kerala. There are 152 schools under
the Sabha Corporate Management. Out of which 112 are Primary Schools, 15 UP Schools, 15 High Schools,
8 Higher Secondary Schools, One Vocational Higher Secondary and one Teacher Training Institute. In the
last academic year, 13 High Schools, came out with cent percent result in the SSLC examination.
