Dearly Beloved in the Lord,

Blessings to the Clergy, faithful members, especially the youth of our Church.

Youth, a gift from God, is the most blessed time in human life. The aim and interest of the Mar Thoma Yuvajana
Sakhyam is to help the youth to grow and remain in faith in the Triune God through the Holy Church and to lead them
to the perfection of their personality in Christ. The Yuvajana Sakhyam should provide a sense of direction to the youth
and strengthen them in their relationship with the church and society based on the Word of God.

The Church has specially arranged Youth Week and Youth Sunday to remember and pray for the activities of the
Yuvajana Sakhyam and to strengthen its activities. This year, the days from October 12 to 18 have been separated as
Youth Week and Sunday, the 19th, as Youth Sunday.

The theme of Youth Week is ‘Youth: Trailblazers to Christ’. Studies and discussions based on this topic should be
arranged at the Sakha level. Efforts should be made to make the deputation program arranged at the center level on
Sunday, October 12th, a success. Youth Sunday worship should be organized with the participation of the youth. The
special liturgy approved by the Metropolitan should be used in the service.  Considering the daily activities of the
Sakhyam and various other needs, all parish members should sincerely participate in the Youth Sunday Offertory on
October 19th.

This year (A.D. 325 - 2025), when all Christian churches are celebrating the 1700th anniversary of the Council of
Nicea, the book ‘The Council of Nicea and the Creed: An Independent View’ has been selected for our study. This
book should be utilized for study in all Sakhas. Efforts should be made to find new subscribers for the Yuvajana
Sakhyam publications Mar Thoma Yuvadeepam and Ripples.

The Yuvajana Sakhyam should become the center of activity for faith development and for ministries for all the youth
in the church.  Let us participate in this year’s Youth Week activities with the prayer that God will help this organization
to prepare a generation that is self-respecting, evangelical, disciplined and provides blessed leadership to the
society.
