In the Vaidika Selection Committee, the President, the Sabha Secretary, the Senior Vicar General, and 
the Principal of the Mar Thoma Theological Seminary shall be ex-officio members. The Principal of 
Dharma Jyoti Vidya Peeth Seminary shall be a Special Invitee without voting rights. 

12. All these elections will be conducted under the supervision of the Metropolitan and the responsibility of 
the Returning Officers. The Metropolitan will be the appellate authority. 

13. Rt. Rev. Thomas Mar Timotheos Episcopa and Rt. Rev. Dr. Isaac Mar Philoxenos Episcopa are 
appointed as Returning Officers to organize the election procedures and give instructions in conformity 
with the decisions of the Metropolitan.

Mandalam members shall cast their votes 
according to the instructions provided by the Returning Officers and shall return the Ballots before 5.00

Post/Courier Service/Speed Post. Ballot papers received after the stipulated time will not be accepted.

21. A minimum of fifty percent of members elected from the Diocesan level to the Sabha Council shall be 
new members. (From Dioceses entitled to elect five members, three members shall be new; from 
Dioceses entitled to elect four members, two members shall be new; from Dioceses entitled to elect 
three members, two members shall be new; and from Dioceses entitled to elect one member, that person 
shall be new). 

22. Except for the Gulf Region, Diocese of Malaysia-Singapore-Australia-New Zealand, from all other 
Dioceses, one clergy, and as lay representatives, one layman and one laywoman shall be elected. From 
those Dioceses entitled to elect four or more members, the fourth member shall be the layperson who 
has secured the most votes among the remaining lay candidates and the fifth member shall be the 
layperson who has secured the most votes from among the remaining clergy and lay candidates.

23. From those who have become members of the Church as a result of its Missionary work, if at least five 
candidates do not get elected to the Sabha Council, then to include five members from the said category, 
the Metropolitan will nominate adequate number of candidates based on the highest percentage of votes 
polled by them, but so that not more than one person shall be nominated from one Diocese. Among 
them two will be women. 

24. The full responsibility of the elections conducted at each Diocese rests with the respective Diocesan 
Bishops. If a Diocesan Bishop appoints a Returning Officer, that person shall execute all the functions 
related to the conduct of elections in accordance with the decisions of the Diocesan Bishop subject to 
the Sabha Constitution. The respective Diocesan Bishops will communicate other instructions related to 
the electoral process, and the Metropolitan will be the appellate authority. 

25. The total number of Lay Mandalam members from each Diocese is calculated by including the number 
of members to be elected from parishes, members nominated by the Metropolitan, and members 
representing recognized organizations.  

26. Members nominated by the Metropolitan and members elected from the recognized organizations will 
be members of the Dioceses to which their parishes belong. 

27. While preparing the ballot paper for the election of the Sabha Council, the names shall be printed in the 
English alphabetical order without being separately classified as Clergy, Lay Members (Female) and 
Lay Members (Male). 

28. As per Section 164 (1)(a) of the Constitution, the number of Council members to be elected from 
different Dioceses is regulated as follows:
